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INTRODUCTION

It should be stated at the outset that none of us
connected with the Women's Music Archives are trained
archlvists or librarlans. We are, therefore, experiencing
many growlng pains and have much to learn about these skills.
Any help, comments, suggestions, etc. would be most welcome.

We have tried our best to be as accurate as possible in
our listings but errors will very likely be discovered. We
wlll be happy to correct any errors in subsequent revisions
of the catalog. Please notify us if you are aware of items
which need correction.

In this our first catalog, we have made no attempt to
arrange our listings according to music style, content, or
political message. Listings are simply alphabetically
arranged by performer names or by title. Our interpretation
of what constitutes women's music is, at this point, very
undefined and for that reason much music has been included
here which some would say is not really "women's music".

We have included it in our collection, however, in an effort
to not exclude anyone or anything relating to music by and
for women.

In addition to the catalog 1listings of tapes, records,
songbooks, and publications the archives also has a collec-
tlon of concert programs, posters, and music reviews from
the press. These have not been listed in the catalog.

The primary function of the Women's Music Archives is
to collect and preserve, for herstorical listening and
research purposes, all types of materials related to
women's music. We would be happy to supply coples of
archlves materials to Interested persons but we require
direct permission from the individual(s) whose materials
are requested before we can provide coplies. For additional
Information concerning coples of materials write or phone
us and we will send you coples of our policy statement and
release forms,

At the end of the catalog is a 1list of items/materials
which the archives 1s seeking to include in its collection.
Ve would be most grateful to anyone who has any of these
1tems and who would be willing to donate them to us. We are



hoping to achleve non-profit status but until that is accom-
plished all expenses must be paid from our own personal funds.

Since the archives are located in a private home and
since the individuals responsible for the archives have other
duties 1n addition to the archives, it is absolutely essential
that women wishing to avail themselves of the archives and
1ts materlials make arrangements to do so in advance either
by phone or by letter.

I've got lots of thank yous to give you....I loved the tape you sent, and a special thanks
for xeroxing the cover of the DJ Adler tape...that really helps give a flavor to listening to
the music. | immediately “burned” it to CD, so was able to scan her photo to use as the
artwork...l put her on the same disc as Casse’s album.

I quite enjoyed pouring over the listings you sent of your archive coliection. Yes, | know
they are about 20 years old, but still quite fascinating. Your live concert tape listings are
simply incredible...there’s no other way to say it, incredible! Of course there were a lot of
artists | did not know....and | guess have to think that many of them did not release
recordings of their music. And there are no doubt many that would be classified as
“feminist” rather than “lesbian” musicians. As | of course know that a “women’s festival”
is not by definition a “lesbian festival.”

Naturally, seeing all these artists | love made me ache for copies of some of this material..l
guess if | had to pick one artist from the concert tapes, it would be Maxine Feldman...I'm
not sure why I’m so attached to her music.....maybe it's because | got to see her at the '79
March on Washington. So, I’'m wondering what your archive policy is on getting some of
her live concert material.

In your “commercial tapes” section there are listed (at least) 7 NWMF tapes of
highlights...these seem like they might be available, as they were “commercial.’ There may
be more than 7 in your collection by now.

Sorry it has taken me a while to respond. I've been away - it's our holiday time over here. | can't believe
the record has reached London and is selling for $61!!! 1| still have a few copies here. We actually sold

about 1,000 copies when we made the recording. | am not in touch with Dorelle. But she is a lawyer and
will probably get your email at the address you have used. Otherwise, | can undoubtedly track her down.
So let me know if you need me to do that. | would be delighted to have a chat to you if you would like.
Don't forget the time difference, though. Your show sounds great. Sorry | can't get to hear it. We do
have some community radio in Adelaide which has lesbian-specific programs but | rarely get to listen to it

- too much work.

Anyway, a brief history of the group, as | recall it.

Dorelle is a fine songwriter. We were in our late 20's when Dorelle and | started a relationship, which
lasted about 8 years. While visiting one of her friends, early in the rl (Carole), we were sitting around
playing music and singing Dorelle's songs. We kept forgetting the words. There was a flagon of cheap
wine doing the rounds and, in the slightly intoxicated haze, someone asked if we could put the songs on
tape before they were totally lost. Others in the group said they'd like a copy of the tape. It looked like
we'd have to make about 20 tapes. | came up with the idea that we make a record. | had been a
professional singer for some years and had made a small record, so | had some idea of how to do it. In
those days it was very expensive, though. Not like today. We all fell about laughing.

Next morning | woke up, a bit worse for wear and said to Dorelle "why don't we make a record?" So we
decided to make the record before we even had a group. We approached Carole who was keen. So we
set about getting money. We ended up with 15 or so contributors, all of whom put in $100 (a fair bit of
money in those days - 1977 or 1978 | think). They gave the money on the understanding that they would
never see it again but, if the record sold well, they would share in the profits. In fact, everyone got $200
back. We were pleased with this, as it was an encouragement for them to invest in lesbian artists again in

the future.

To our knowledge, we were the first out lesbian band to make a recording. | think there was a band in
Adelaide but at the time we hadn't heard of them. Anocther band, Ovarian Sisters, started up after us.
Rumour had it that our record inspired them to make their own and they found a backer to put up the
money - just what we had hoped for. By the way, do you have their record? If not, | could probably get a

tape to you.

Well, we started to rehearse, select songs, etc. We did it all ourselves. A friend designed the cover, we
collected the money, we arranged the studio and the production. It took us about 8 months, | think, to get
it all together. Then we had a launch at the Sydney Feminist Bookshop. We arranged a few concerts and
we were off. For about 2 years we were the flavour of the month. We performed around Sydney,

Melbourne and in Queensland.
| hope this gives you enough. | could go on but | need to get to work - ugh! My phone number is 08.8338

Thanks for sending the Jamie Anderson interview CD.

I should probably explain a bit about our "live concert tapes". We did our
first live recording at the First Boston Women's Music Fest. in 1975. In fact,
this was the first women's music event we attended. At that time we used a
very small lap held tape recorder and a hand held mic. For quite a few years
(probably at least 6 or 7) we did our live recording by setting up out own
free standing mics in front of our seats in the concert halls. As a result,
our early tapes include MUCH extraneous noise - audience applause, coughing,
etc. and we were not using very sophisticated recording equipment. It was
not until the NWMF moved from Champaign/Urbana, IL to Bloomington, IN that
we began taking a direct feed from the sound system mix board. These days we
usually manage to get a direct feed but we are still, obviousle, using
cassettes for our recording rather than reel to reel.

With regard to our "commercial tapes" listings of the NWMF Highlights tapes,
these were produced by the radio station in Champaign/Urbana which did the
official recording of the first 6 festivals on reel to reel, The tapes were
sold at each following festival and were not on a "commercial" label as such.
I doubt very much that these tapes are available anywhere any more., Also, to
my knowledge, no additional "Highlights'" tapes were produced once the festival
moved to Bloomington, IN.

As for our live tapes of Maxine Feldman, our policy on duplicating any live
tapes of any artist is for you to secure permission from the artist first.
I have sent correspondence to Maxine in the past but she has not responded
to me.

You can try writing to her and perhaps ypu'll have better luck at getting a
response than I've had.

I am assuming that you are aware that Kristin Lems is not a lesbian. Her
lyrics and politics are certainly "feminist" however, as I'm sure you know.
If you do get her "Oh Mama" LP album from 1978 you'll find that "Farmer",
"Mammary Glands", and "Women Walk More Determined" are on that album.
"Ballad of the ERA" is on her album "We'll Never Give Up". I,ve not been in
touch with Kristin for several years but the most recent address (1998) I

She may still have her own stock of her earlier recordings.

Concerning Therese Edell's "Prophesy's Child" you can contact her directly
to find out if she is agreeable to our making a tape copy of this album.

Oh, by the way,
Margie Adam has reissued “Songwriter” on CD, so that can come off the
list.
